First of all, | want to give special thanks to Family Research Council, for compiling the
information that | am going to share with you today; may God’s Blessings be mightily
upon them in their endeavors to bring forth the truth.

According to research conducted by George Barna at Arizona Christian University
(ACU), 41 MILLION self-described born-again Christians are “unlikely” to vote in the
November election. Think of the impact if just a fraction of these millions changed their
minds! In 2020, 155 MILLION votes were cast in the presidential election, and the
contest was decided by just 44,000 votes across three states. Similarly, in 2016, the
election was decided by fewer than 78,000 votes across just three key states.

We as believers need to recognize that we are in a SPIRITUAL WAR. We need to
STAND TOGETHER AS ONE, like a spiritual army, back-to-back, toe-to-toe. Rise up and
be who we are IN CHRIST JESUS, not backing down, not quitting or giving up, putting
on our spiritual armor in Ephesians 6.

The problems in our nation are not going to be solved overnight, nor will they just “go
away.” We as CHRISTIANS humble ourselves and turn to God in prayer. We then need
to look to vote for candidates who will advocate for policies CONSISTENT WITH
BIBLICAL TRUTH, and who will do what is right. (1 Timothy 2:1-3)

When American Christians don’t vote, we are neglecting our obligation to be good
stewards of what God has given us. Our “NO VOTE” is a vote.

Also included in this letter is a PARTY PLATFORM COMPARISON, showing the
difference in the two major party platforms.



Are there any differences between the political parties? There certainly is, and it is
important to understand what each of the party’s platforms says because they serve as
the GUIDING DOCUMENTS for the party and studies have shown that parties vote in
line with their platforms over 80% of the time. If you want to know what priorities a
party will work to advance, look at its PLATFORM. See the differences for yourself and
share with others.

In closing, may | remind you that the United States of America is a CHRISTIAN NATION,

Republican ISSUE

Mentions God twice:

« . with Love for our Country, Faith in our People, and Trust in God’s
Good Grace...”

MENTIONS

+ Promises to “promote a Foreign Policy centered on the most OF GOD

essential American Interests, starting with protecting the American
Homeland, our People, our Borders, our Great American Flag, and
our Rights under God.”

Democrat

Mentions God once:

+ Promises to “remain committed to fighting poverty and enabling all
Americans to live up to their God-given potential.”

+ Says it “proudly stand[s] for families and Life.”

+ Believes “the 14th Amendment to the Constitution [...] guarantees
that no person can be denied Life or Liberty without Due Process,”
“the States are [...] free to pass Laws protecting those Rights,” but
does not mention the unborn as previous platforms have done.

+ Believes “the power has been given to the States and to a vote of
the People” on this issue.

+ Promises to “oppose Late Term Abortion, while supporting mothers
and policies that advance Prenatal Care, access to Birth Control, and
IVF (fertility treatments).”

LIFE

« Says it is “committed to restoring the reproductive rights Trump
ripped away.” Promises to “pass national legislation to make Roe the
law of the land again,” which would allow abortion through birth.

* Promises to “strengthen access to contraception so every woman
who needs it is able to get and afford it,” “protect a woman’s right
to access IVF,” “repeal the Hyde Amendment,” “continue to support
access to FDA-approved medication abortion, appoint leaders
at the FDA who respect science, and appoint judges who uphold
fundamental freedoms.”

Discussion of multiple policy issues implicitly affirms the biological
basis for sex:

+ Pledges to “keep men out of women’s sports, ban Taxpayer
funding for sex change surgeries, and stop Taxpayer-funded
Schools from promoting gender transition, reverse Biden’s radical
rewrite of Title IX Education Regulations, and restore protections
for women and girls.”

Does not include a definition of marriage, but affirms the role of
the family:

+ Promises to “reinstate the 1776 Commission, promote Fair and
Patriotic Civics Education, and veto efforts to nationalize Civics
Education” and “support schools that teach America’s Founding
Principles and Western Civilization.”

« Promises “to close the Department of Education in Washington, D.C.”
and “let the States run our educational system as it should be run.”

+ Supports “the restoration of Classic Liberal Arts Education.”

Promises “a plan to cultivate great K-12 schools, ensure safe
learning environments free from political meddling, and restore
Parental Rights.”

Promises to “support schools that focus on Excellence and
Parental Rights.”

Believes “families should be empowered to choose the best
Education for their children” and supports “Universal School Choice
in every State in America.”

Promises to “expand 529 Education Savings Accounts and support
Homeschooling Families equally.”

Calls the Republican Party “the defenders of the First
Amendment Right to Religious Liberty,” which “protects the
Right not only to Worship according to the dictates of Conscience,
but also to act in accordance with those Beliefs, not just in places
of Worship, but in everyday life.”

Says its party members “include men and women from every Faith
and Tradition,” and that the party “respect[s] the Right of every
American to follow his or her deeply held Beliefs.”

Supports “a new Federal Task Force on Fighting Anti-Christian Bias
that will investigate all forms of illegal discrimination, harassment,
and persecution against Christians in America.”

+ Promises to “protect the First Amendment right to free exercise of
religion for everyone” and “maintain the separation of church and state.”

« Promises to “combat hate crimes and white nationalist
terrorism,” “prioritize the investigation of hate crimes against
trans and non-binary people,” and “continue to increase security

at houses of worship.”
+ Condemns “the decades-long campaign to demonize the Muslim

community” and promises to “advocate for religious freedom
across the world.”
